Empty fields

Select how empty fields should be printed

Print Blanks
Empty fields are printed with a blank following the prompt, to use as a fillin form for entering
information (e.g. % Sani

Print Nothing
No blank lines should print (2.9. % Sand ).

Field prompts
Select how field prompts should be printed.

Bold Print
Prompts for entry fields should be printed in bold print on reports (e.9. % Sand).

Skip for empty fields

Field prompts should not be printed on reports for fields that are blank:

Compression
